Description of Process

The Town of Lillington Collection System consists of a combination of gravity lines, which range from 47
diameter lateral lines (services) to 21" diameter main lines. We also maintain 6 pump stations, 1 of which
was removed which range from 2 hp pumps to 40 hp pumps, which feed directly to the Harnett County
Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility. There it undergoes extensive filtration, sedimentation, sludge
removal, and disinfecting before being discharged into the Cape Fear River. The North Carolina
Department of Environment and Natural Resources, Division of Water Quality closely monitors our
collection system the County treatment facility, and the final discharge of treated wastewater for
compliance with Local, State, and Federal regulations and guidelines.

Performance

The collection crew has responded to over 20 residential and commercial blockage complaints. cleaned
16,840 feet of sewer line, installed approximately 6 sewer taps. repaired countless sewer lines, and
maintained the integrity of the system according to Local. State and Federal regulations.

The Town of Lillington Collection Department has also performed the general observation of the entire
collection system as required by the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources,
Division of Water Quality.

Summary of system performance for the fiscal year 2008 to 2009.
Within the past 12 month period the Town of Lillington has experienced a total of 5 different Sanitary
Sewer Overflows these include the following:

1) July 24, 2008 consisting of a total of 20 gals. SSO. Cause was concluded to be from an excessive
amount of rain. This occurred at manhole # 60 which is located just outside of the fence at the
Prison lift station.

Corrective actions taken: The Town relined a total of 25 manholes in the area these include 3 ea on
McKay St., 8 ea on E. Mc Neill St, 8 ea on the Prison right of way. 6 ea on Ochiltre St.

2) November 26, 2008 consisting of a total of 6000 gals. SSO. Cause was determined 1o be excessive
debris in the line. This occurred at manhole # 66 the manhole is located in the right of way 50
A

yards south of the East James St. and South 3" St. intersection.
Corrective actions taken: The line was jetted and deemed clear.

3) February 12, 2009 consisting of a total of 200 gals. Cause was determined to be from a collapsed
pipe. This occurred at manhole # 66 the manhole is located in the right of way 50 yards south of
the East James St. and South 3™ St. intersection.

Corrective action taken: Replace a 6° section of original clay pipe with a new section of PVC pipe
and 2 ea fernco’s.
